[bookmark: _GoBack]To say that KVSC is excited about new content we’re debuting called St. Cloud Somali Radio would be a grand understatement!  St. Cloud Somali Radio is a new webstream radio station launched by KVSC and features music, local news and cultural programs.  I invite you take a listen to the programming by visiting kvsc.org/somaliradio. We also have a direct link on KVSC.org, just below the Listen Live speaker on the right side of the homepage.  There are an estimated 8,000 Somali residents living in Central Minnesota and the online radio station’s content is being developed by Somali volunteers with KVSC’s technical, training and grant-funded support.  We have designed and dedicated a studio to St. Cloud Somali Radio and are excited for the possibilities of bi-lingual language lessons as well as future programs hosted by Somali women, teens and elders.  This new endeavor is supported by a grant from the Arts and Cultural Heritage Fund and KVSC is living its mission of representing the voices of Minnesota’s diverse communities. 

On Wednesday, May 1 we’re presenting our spring concert with headlining act Pert’ Near Sandstone supported by Lucy Michelle and the Velvet Lapelles at the Red Carpet Night Club in St. Cloud.  Doors will open at 8:00 p.m.  Pert Near Sandstone rejuvenates American stringband music with raw energy; they play tightly crafted original material that lends itself to the modern audience, as well as being stewards of the old-time and bluegrass tradition. Lucy Michelle and the Velvet Lapelles recently returned from performing at the South by Southwest music festival in Austin, Texas.  The band released their 4th album HEAT, a record laced with scorching lyricism, hauntingly beautiful melodies and gorgeous harmonies. We hope to see you on Wednesday, May 1!

In partnership with the Pioneer Place on Fifth Theatre, KVSC presents the next episode of Granite City Radio Theatre on Wednesday, May 22.  This is the final show of the series and will be aired live on KVSC and performed in front of a live audience at the Pioneer Place on Fifth in downtown St. Cloud.  Tickets are available at ppfive.com.  The exciting conclusion of the radio drama Shades Brigade returns along with Dan Barth’s trivia challenge and the music of Collective Unconscious.  We’re also hoping to have a special musical guest to wrap-up the season!  The show begins at 7:30 p.m.  A grant from the Minnesota Arts and Cultural Heritage Fund is supporting the Granite City Radio Theatre series.

Also at KVSC, Arts and Cultural Heritage Producer Jeff Carmack has been revealing the “Untold Stories of Central Minnesota”.  We’ve posted stories on the 1948-49 St. Cloud Rox baseball team with player Nick Chanaka’s memories, the historical tradition of quilting and pioneer women, the Melrose Area Museum memorabilia and artifacts, local business Cream City Tattoo’s nod to St. Cloud’s early history and the impact of ferry boats in Central Minnesota early history. The following information can be filed under new technology updates at KVSC.org.  We developed a pop out media player for streaming KVSC via a computer or smartphone.  This new player allows you to listen to KVSC’s content on a custom-built audio player and also allows you to open new web links without closing the webstream.  Go ahead and give it a test run by clicking on the “Listen Live” portion on the very top right corner of KVSC.org.  It’s a nifty update with information about the current show, host, song and artist on the air as well as the live audio stream.  There is also an easy method to view and review the songs you hear on Your Sound Alternative.  Click on the “Playlist Archive” link near the pulsating speaker.  Playlists for the current day plus an additional three years of KVSC song archives can be found here (click through the calendar on Spinitron).
